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ADMISSIONS 

 Parents are expected to fully disclose any and all challenges that their 

child might have that may interfere with learning.  This includes, but is not 

limited to, diagnosis and intervention strategies used in their learning situations 

(e.g., tutoring, special education plans, IEPs, 504 Plans).  This information must 

be disclosed prior to application for admittance to ASC.   

 All documents will be considered and used to anticipate the student’s 

needs, should (s)he be admitted.  No child will be denied admission solely on the 

basis of learning differences, provided that ASC has adequate staff to meet those 

needs.  However, ASC Admission Committee reserves the right to acknowledge 

the limitations of our program in meeting the special needs of students. 

GENERAL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES: 

CONDUCT:   ASC is a community of individuals working, playing and growing 

together.  Support and respect for one another is the key element that makes the 

environment function well.  To foster such a community, there must be 

expectations for behavior on the part of all members of the ASC family.  Students 

should always behave in a manner that reflects the following community 

covenants: I am free to learn; I allow others to be free to learn; I am a thinker.  

There can be no room in a community such as this for actions that are rude, 

disrespectful or dishonest. As representatives of the school, students are 

expected to conduct themselves honorably, both on and off campus. 

 Conferencing and forgiveness are practiced on a regular basis when 

infractions occur.  However, the following behaviors represent major violations 

of the basic Christian principles of respect, integrity and concern for others and 

as such are punishable by suspension and/or dismissal from ASC. 
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¶ Possession of (real or fake) alcohol or illegal drugs * 

¶ Possession or threats with knives, guns or any object used as a weapon.   *

¶ Excessive complaining 

¶ Conduct that in any way threatens the safety, health or well-being of any 

student or employee, or that subverts the school’s mission, rules or values, 

and/or interferes with the work of employees or students 

¶ Using the internet to offend or intimidate fellow students, employees or 

any member of the ASC community 

¶ Sexual harassment, lewd comments, distasteful conversations and/or 

gestures

parent will complete a contract after the implementation period.  The principles 

of discipline start with “thought.”

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 The Liberty to Learn Classroom Management System© has six (6) basic 

components which are discussed and drilled during the first month of the school 

year.  Students are taught and they practice accountability, responsibility and 

integrity.

DRESS CODE 

 Premised on the belief that dress reflects attitude, ASC dress code 

balances the student’s freedom of choice with the community’s standards of 

appropriateness.  There are times when gender specific clothing is more 

appropriate (i.e. dresses or skirts for females and collared shirts and ties for 

males); ASC staff reserve the right to advise students and parents on such 

occasions.   

General Uniform Code:  

 Students’ dress must always be neat, clean, inoffensive, properly fitting 

and not distracting.  No tattoos or piercing are allowed.  Undergarments should 

not be visible and attire must be consistent with the following: 

¶ The school uniform should be worn at all times.  The school approved 

dress blazer and/or vest must be worn as a part of the dress uniform when 

students are traveling and/or representing the school away on official 
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school functions. Students who earn their school shield will be 

distinguished in October, December, February and May. 

¶ Uniformed shorts and skorts should extend to at least mid-thigh and fall 

within six (6) inches of the floor when kneeling are permitted during the 

summer and spring months. 

¶ No offensive logos are allowed.  ASC logos or other positive messages are 

preferred. 

¶ No bandanas or gang related colors may be worn at any time 

¶ No oversized pants or sweat type pants are allowed.  The uniform pant 

may not be oversized! 

¶ All athletic shoes must be worn with strings and velcro straps enclosed.  

These shoes may ONLY be worn for physical education, approved 

recreation breaks and on Friday with the approved Friday uniform. 

Monday ɬ Thursday Uniform Cod e: 

 On Monday through Thursday students at ASC will wear white, button-

down collar dress shirts (boys), Peter Pan collared white blouses (girls), navy ties 

(boys), navy cross ties (girls), and (tan) khaki uniform trousers (boys/girls), (tan) 

khaki skirts, skorts or jumpers (girls).   From the months of October through 

March and on all official field trips students must wear the official school blazer.   

 Shoes for students should be in neutral or coordinating colors.  Shoes 

should be conservative in style.  Students must wear shoes that are not 

distracting (no lights, rollers, charms or characters).  Closed toed and closed heel 

shoes only.  Heels or soles may not be higher than 2 inches.  Athletic shoes may 

be worn for physical education and/or recreation breaks ONLY.  Socks or tights 

may be worn.  Socks for students should coordinate with the uniform (i.e. no 

athletic socks are permitted with the dress uniform).  Girls may also wear 

appropriate smooth opaque or cable knit tights.  No nylon stockings may be 

worn. 
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 Only plain white undershirts may be worn under the uniform shirts and 

blouses.  Underclothing should not be visible.  Girls are encouraged to wear 

shorts under skirts and jumpers.  Shorts, knit leggings or pants that show 

underneath these articles of clothing are not allowed.

Friday Uniform Code:  

 Students may wear the collared golf shirt or the school t-shirt on Friday 

when there is not an official field trip or other official business (e.g. presentations 

and/or performances).  Gym shoes may also be worn with the dress-down 

uniform ONLY on Fridays. 

EXTENDED-COMMUNITY SCHOOL UNIFORM OPPORTUNITY 

In addition to purchasing the official uniform for your child, we kindly request 

that family members purchase the official school polo or t-shirt to be worn to all 

school related outings (i.e. Albany State University Homecoming Parade, field 

trips, and physical education classes at the YMCA).  The more we are able to 

order expensive the cost will be for everyone.  So please encourage your family 

members to purchase ASC polo and t-shirts. 

THE DAILY ROUTINE 

1. School is open at 8:15 a.m. for an 8:30 a.m. start time. Do not arrive before 

8:15 a.m. unless you are in early morning care or you have an 

appointment with a coach to do so.  All students are dismissed at 12:00 

p.m. on Fridays.  Aftercare is provided for those who need it at a nominal 

fee. (See Tuition &  Fee Schedule in the registration package.) 

2. Please do not pull into front parking spaces during the morning drop-off 

http://blazerdepot.com/pages/acad/harvard_childrens_blazer.html
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or afternoon pickups.  Please enter the parking lot at the far (west) gate for 

both drop-offs in the morning and pick-up in the afternoon.  Parents are 

welcome to come in during the morning, but you’re asked to use the west 

(side) parking spaces so that you will be out of the line of traffic.  The 

young ambassadors will be out front to guide you.  Please respect their 

instructions. 

3. Each student is to sign-in and sign-out at the exact time of their arrival 

and departure. Students in aftercare must sign-out at th e time that they 

leave. 

4. If a student is leaving early, please inform the administration.  Homework 

and/or assignments are the responsibility of the student when they leave 

early; this CAN NOT be the sole responsibility of the coaches. Students 

should refer to the community directory for phone numbers of classmates.  

Use the teacher’s e-mail that is provided for you for communication.  Your 

e-mail allows for there to be a clear record of all communication. 

5. Students must place homework in the appropriate mailbox upon arrival.  

6. Students must place lunches in the kitchen area upon arrival.  No lunches 

or other food items should be kept in the book bag or taken into the

7. Students are not allowed to have carbonated sodas at school.  Please do 

not send them in student lunches. 

8. Parents, who are bringing student’s lunch for the day, must have them on 

campus by 12:00 noon. While students have some flexibility as to when 

they take their lunch, all lunch must be consumed and students must be 
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ready for afternoon work at 12:55 p.m. daily.  Our students tend to want 

lunch and a break, so please be timely with your deliveries! 

9. We have an open door policy to parents viewing of students’ work.  Your 

child is responsible for making sure that his/her work is presentable at 

your request.  One of our academic mottos is:” THIS IS MY WORK!”  

Thus, they must be responsible and accountable to you for having work 

prepared for your review, upon reasonable request. 

10. Food or drink may only be consumed where there is staff to supervise 

intake.  Students are not allowed to share food without staff permission. 

11. Students are allowed to chew SUGARLESS gum.  No candy or other 

sugary items should be consumed on campus.   

12. Friday (one-half day) is generally filled with formal chapel, testing, 

student club meetings and make-ups.  Parents are assured that students 

have test every Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  Don’t ask them; support 

them by requiring their preparation. 

13. As a part of the order in the home, children should have a designated time 

and place to study.  This time and space MUST be monitored by parents 

of middle school children.  Their hormones do not typically allow them to 

stay on task without your help.  In order to make this experience 

worthwhile your child will need help with developing good study habits. 

14. On Monday-Thursday school is over at 3:00 p.m.; and Friday school is out 

at 12:00 noon. Children remaining at the school past 3:15 p.m. or 12:15 

p.m., respectively, will automatically be in the aftercare program at the 

×ÈÙÌÕÛɀÚ expense.  While we understand occasional tardiness, please be 

respectful with an apology and arrangements for payment for the service.  
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We are brothers and sisters.  Let us not take the advantage of each other. 

ASC is a community of individuals learning, working, playing and growing 

together.  We treasure the atmosphere of our community and are committed to 

maintaining a culture of achievement, mutual respect and integrity.  We will 

maintain faith, love and unity at every expense.  If there are concerns, DO NOT 

over look them.  We will follow the Biblical principle in Matthew 18:15-17; 5:23-

24.  It is better to speak the truth in love (Ephesians 4:15), than to allow 

dissatisfaction to fester and a root of bitterness spring up and defile many 

(Hebrew 12:15). 

TEST AND PROJECT SCHEDULES 

 Our aim is to create success for every student.  Therefore, it is not our 

policy to over-stress students with an unreasonable amount of homework and/or 

test preparation in one evening.  All projects are assigned with a suggested time-

table for completion.  Do not allow your middle school child to procrastinate!  

Thus, we typically will adhere to the following scheduled tests and projects days: 

Monday Math, Science Tests and Projects 

Wednesday Social Studies and Language Arts Tests and Projects 

Friday  Spelling, Vocabulary (Wordly Wise or Vocabulary Builder),   

  Spanish/Latin Tests and Projects

PRECEDENT FOR CONSEQUENCES OF VIOLATIONS. 

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY & HONESTY (Be guided by the following definitions): 

Work cited :  All resources used in research will need to be cited.  The methods of 

citation will be explained by the coaches. Example of a website citation 

(http://citationmachine.net) is helpful for constructing work cited pages. 

Plagiarism :  Using phrases or ideas that are not your own without identifying 

the proper source.  Merely changing a few words, for instance, does not relieve 

the student from the responsibility of crediting the passage to the original 

author(s). 

Cheating:  Giving or receiving assistance from written material, another person, 
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or any other source when the work is to be completed independently. 

Attempting to cheat carries the same consequences as cheating itself. 

Misrepresentation:   Submitting as one’s own work any work that is prepared by 

another person.  (This includes work prepared by parents or tutors.) 

You should assume that the consequences of all violations will be failures for 

the assignment. 

HONESTY PLEDGE 

On certain pieces of work that you produce the coach will ask you to pledge that 

the ideas you are presenting are your own.  Writing Ɂ(ɯ/ÓÌËÎÌɂɯwill be a 

shortened version of the following statement: 

 I pledge that the work that I am presenting represents my own ideas and that I 

 have not used any one else’s ideas without crediting them in my work. 
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GRADING: 

ASC’s philosophy of internal motivation and self-efficacy is experienced as 

students work for the first semester of the school year for the sheer purpose of 

learning.

TRAVEL STUDIES:  It is the practice of ASC to seek to accommodate family’s 

unique travel schedules during the regular school year.  Many parents have a 

need to travel for business to very interesting places and desire to take their 

families (children) to expose them to areas of learning not typical in the 

classroom.  However, be advised that it is in the best interest of students to be 

present for instruction and project work.  Thus, we do not have the staff or time 

to arrange for make-ups beyond reasonable typically excused absences.  

However, if you know that your child will be absent for extended family travel, 

ASC requires advance notice in order to make schedules and assignments for 

travel study.  Again, this function is extended providing that we have the staff to 

complete your request.  We will try to tie assignments in to the travel destination 

so that the work is meaningful and the learning pleasurable. 

GRADE REPORTS: Grade Reports are sent home after Christmas and at the end 

of the school year.  While this is not an every six to nine weeks reporting period 

(traditional), student grades and work may be overviewed by parents at anytime  

upon request.  In an intimate community like ASC the practice of parent initiated 

overviews can be easily accommodated.  Students will accept their responsibility 
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to be ready at any requested time.  Parents are also encouraged to request 

conferences whenever needed.  Friday afternoons are the best time to 

accommodate extensive conferences. 

HOMEWORK TIME (Actual homework time depends upon the work habits of 

students.) 

Lower Level (ages 7-8)—20 minutes per core class (1 to 1-1/2 hours) 

Intermediate Level (ages 9-10) - 30 minutes per core class (2 hours) 

Upper Level— (11-14) 40 minutes per core class (2 hours, 40 minutes) 

 Every student should read, every night.  This is time not included in the 

above homework schedules.  Most of our families attend church on one evening 

each week.  Please make your child’s coach aware of your church evening so that 

adjustments may be made to accommodate family worship. 

 It is the practice of ASC to seek to accommodate family’s unique 

schedules.  However, be advised that it is in the best interest of students to be 

present for instruction and project work.  Thus, we do not have the staff or time 

to arrange for make-ups beyond reasonable typically excused absences. 

MISCELLANEOUS STUDENT INFORMATION: 

1. ASC is not a primary school.  Therefore, it is the responsibility of each 

student to make sure that correspondence between parent/school is 

delivered in a timely manner.  Remembering homework, monthly projects 

and daily assignments are the responsibility of the student.  We advise 

that you purchase a school agenda to keep up with assignments. 

2. Students may use office phones.  However, they must inform staff of calls 

made.  They may not use phones without proper notification. 
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3. Cell phones may only be used AFTER school hours, with permission.  

Children are called to the telephone and permitted to talk to parents when 

they call.  Therefore, students should have no need to use a cell phone 

during school hours.   

4. Personal radios, CD players, beepers, cellular phones, MP3-Players, 

IPODS or other electronic equipment may not be used during the school 

day.  While we believe in your child’s personal rights, violations will not 

be tolerated.   

5. All intermediate and upper level students should have their own wireless 

ready laptop computer. 

6. It is the responsibility of the students to maintain the kitchen area during 

snack and lunch times.  A schedule will be developed and maintained by 

the governance leaders in collaboration with all students for the daily 

cleaning.

REQUIRED ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE SESSIONS (R.A.P.S.) 

 A School for Children is preparing leaders for the future.  Towards that end 

the curriculum is rigorous and inclusive.  Students in our community must be 

willing to put forth the amount of effort that is consistent with the success that 

parents expect.

The R.A.P.S. program is NOT the same as the extended learning one-on-one 

meta-cognitive coaching.  This is discussed during the parent orientation session.
